A. The Olympic Games are an international athletic festival, originated in ancient
Greece and revived in the late 19th century. Before the 1970s the Games were
officially limited to competitors with amateur status, but in the 1980s many
events were opened to professional athletes. Currently, the Games are open to
all, even the top professional athletes in basketball and football (soccer). The
Olympic Games have come to be regarded as the world’s foremost
sports competition.

B. Just how far back in history organized athletic contests were held remains a
matter of debate, but it is reasonably certain that they occurred
in Greece almost 3,000 years ago. According to one legend, for example, the
Games were founded by Heracles, son of Zeus and Alcmene. However ancient
in origin, by the end of the 6th century BCE at least four Greek sporting
festivals, sometimes called “classical games,” had achieved major importance.
The  games consisted of  sports  like footraces, wrestling,  boxing,
the pentathlon and horse racing. The last event of the games was usually
a chariot race.

C. The Olympic Games begin with the opening ceremony. Athletes from all
the participating nations march into the stadium. Greece comes in first,
because it was the first nation to hold the Olympics and the host nation comes
in last. The Olympic flag is raised and a chosen athlete lights the
Olympic flame. It burns from the opening ceremony until the end of the games.
The Olympic rings were created in 1913 and represent the five continents
(Africa, Asia, Europe, Australia and the Americas). All athletes must take the
Olympic oath.

D. Although there were no women’s events in the ancient Olympics, several
women appear in the official lists of Olympic victors as the owners of the
stables of some victorious chariot entries. In Sparta, girls and young women
did practice and compete locally. But, apart from Sparta, contests for young
Greek women were very rare and probably limited to an annual local footrace.

At Olympia, however, the Herean festival, held every four years in honour of
the goddess Hera, included a race for young women, who were divided into
three age groups. Then for a brief period girls competed at a few other
important athletic venues.

E. At the Congress of Paris in 1894, the control and development of the modern
Olympic Games were entrusted to the International Olympic Committee
(IOC). The I0OC is responsible for maintaining the regular celebration of the
Olympic Games, seeing that the Games are carried out in the spirit that inspired
their revival, and promoting the development of sports throughout the world.
The original committee in 1894 consisted of 14 members and Coubertin.

F. In December 1998 the sporting world was shocked by allegations of
widespread corruption within the IOC. It was charged that IOC members had
accepted bribes—in the form of cash, gifts, entertainment, business favours,
travel expenses, and even college tuition for members’ children—from
members of the committee that had successfully advanced the bid of Salt Lake
City, Utah, as the site for the 2002 Winter Games. The IOC responded by
expelling six committee members; several others resigned.

G. At the 1960 Rome Olympics, a Danish cyclist collapsed and died after his
coach had given him amphetamines. Formal drug tests seemed necessary and
were instituted at the 1968 Winter Games in Grenoble, France. There only one
athlete was disqualified for taking a banned substance—beer. But in the 1970s
and '80s athletes tested positive for a variety of performance-enhancing drugs,
and since the "70s doping has remained the most difficult challenge facing the
Olympic movement. .

What Is Blood Type Personality?
Blood type personality is a Japanese concept called ketsueki-gata. This
concept states that blood type shapes one’s temperament. (A) , the
belief is widespread in Japan and other Asian nations. In 1930, Japanese professor
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Tokeji Furukawa published a report called “A Study of Temperament and Blood-
Groups.” Furukawa’s interest in blood type went far beyond the scope of antigens.

Ketsueki-gata believers maintain that each of the four blood types
corresponds with distinct personality traits, (B) . For example, here’s
how the blood types purportedly break down by temperament:

e Type A: People with type A blood have been linked to positive traits (C)

, whereas their supposed negative traits include stubbornness and
uptightness.

e Type B: Individuals with type B blood are supposed to be strong, passionate,
empathetic, and decisive, but they have also been associated with selfishness
and erratic behavior.

e Type AB: The purported strengths of those with type AB blood include
rationality and adaptability, but their weaknesses are indecision, criticalness,
and forgetfulness. This blood type is considered (D) .

e Type O: Type O people have been linked to characteristics such as confidence,
determination, resilience, and intuition, but they are also supposedly self-
centered and unstable. They are said (E) .

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Coronavirus: Llamas provide key to immune therapy

A Covid therapy derived from a llama named Fifi has shown "significant
potential" in early trials. It is a treatment made of "nanobodies", small, simpler
versions of antibodies, which llamas and camels produce naturally in response to
infection.

Once the therapy has been tested in humans, scientists say, it could be given
as a simple nasal spray - to treat and even prevent early infection. Prof James
Naismith described nanobodies as "fantastically exciting". Prof Naismith, who is
one of the lead researchers and director of the Rosalind Franklin Institute in
Oxfordshire, explained that coronavirus-infected rodents treated with the new
nanobody nasal spray fully recovered within six days. The treatment has, so far,
been tested only in those lab animals, but Public Health England said it was among
the "most effective SARS-CoV-2 neutralising agents" it had ever tested. This
apparent covid-fighting potency comes from the strength with which nanobodies
bind to the virus.

Just like our own antibodies, virus-specific nanobodies latch on to and bind
to viruses and bacteria that invade our bodies. This binding essentially tags an
invading virus with an immune "red flag", to allow the rest of the body's immune
armoury to target it for destruction.

The nanobodies that these researchers produced - with the help of a llama's
immune system - bind particularly tightly. "That's where we had some help from
Fifi the 'Franklin [Institute] llama'," explained Prof Naismith.

By vaccinating Fifi with a tiny, non-infectious piece of the viral protein,
the scientists stimulated her immune system to make the special molecules. The
scientists then carefully picked out and purified the most potent nanobodies in a
sample of Fifi's blood; those that matched the viral protein most closely, like the
key that best fits a specific lock.

The team was then able to grow large quantities of the specially selected,
most potent molecules.

Prof Naismith told BBC News: "The immune system is so marvellous that
it still does better than we can - evolution is hard to beat." Professor Sheena
Cruickshank, an immunologist from the University of Manchester said the new
development was "exciting but still quite early"."We need more data on efficacy
and safety before we move to human trials," she added. "However it is very
promising nonetheless and the fact it may be cheaper and easier to administer is a
plus. Covid-19 will be, unfortunately, with us for a while yet, so more treatments
will be needed.”

Professor Naismith and his collaborators, who published their research in
the journal Nature Communications agreed that, even with the success of the
Covid vaccines, having effective treatments in the future would be very important.
"Not all of the world is being vaccinated at the same speed," he said, "and there
remains a risk of new variants capable of bypassing vaccine immunity emerging."

Why do we love koalas so much?
The koala is a much-loved species and lucrative tourism drawcard. Yet, for all its
popularity, koalas to be extinct in NSW within 30 years.
